The Chair and CEO
advised that we are not a “notifiable authority” and that through regular meetings
between themselves and the constfituent councils, we are able to learn of any
significant developments, Riverina Water is relying on Planning Managers advising
Riverina Water staff of any major developments.

4. Councillor Bourke enquired whether consideration should be made to the southern
area of the supply area for future water sources (i.e. the Murray River). He wished
members of the Board and staff a Merry Christmas and happy new year.
