We have a long and proud history of
supplying drinking water to the Riverina
region.

In 2022, Riverina Water County Council
marked 25 years since the local water
utility was formed.

However, our story stretches back further
than 1997.

Southern Riverina County Council

In 1938, the Southern Riverina County
Council was incorporated to make
reticulated water available to towns
and villages in the shires of Lockhart,
Kyeamba, Mitchell and part of Culcairn
Shire.

The remaining part of Culcairn Shire and
the shires of Urana and Holbrook was
later added, as was the Municipality of
Wagga Wagga in 1945.

In 1981 Kyeamba and Mitchell Shire areas
were included in Wagga Wagga City
Council area.

The infrastructure constructed in 1938
soon became part of an expansive
network of treatment plants, pumps,
reservoirs and pipework; supplying water
to many towns and villages across the
region.

Not just water

From 1942 to 1995, Southern Riverina
County Council was also responsible for
the distribution of electricity in the area.

The formation of the large electricity
distributor, Great Southern Energy, in
1995 led to a review of water supply
administration and the formation of
Riverina Water in 1997.

An industry leading water utility

Riverina Water commenced on 1 July
1997, specifically for the purpose of water
supply, and operates under the NSW
Local Government Act.

Today, it is an industry leading water
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utility, providing safe and reliable drinking
water to more than 77,000 people across
15,000 square kilometres.

The expansive supply area covers the
Wagga Wagga, Lockhart and parts of the
Federation and Greater Hume council
areas.

"Twenty-five years into our story, Riverina
Water is the largest inland water utility

in NSW and sixth biggest overall in the
state, with more than 33,000 connections
across our network," Riverina Water CEO
Andrew Crakanthorp said.
